After graduating from Macdonald High School, | taught dance in the LBPSB
afterschool programs. | was able to apply some of the lessons | learnt and
pass them along to the younger generation.

Many of those skills helped me in my career and | count myself to have
graduated from a high school that is dedicated to leadership and
community service. | am happy to have seen that tradition | watched my
siblings participate in some of the same programs.
